ALGEBRA II Syllabus

Algebra II is a course designed to continue the development of mathematical skills learned in Algebra I Geometry and Math Models and Applications. The course prepares students to use advanced algebraic concepts and skills. To perform confidently in mathematics and other related disciplines. Algebra II is designed as a preparatory course for Pre-Calculus. It is recommended that students have prior credit for Geometry; prior credit for Algebra 1 is required.
 
First semester topics are as follows
 
Equations and Inequalities, Parent Functions, Linear Functions, Systems of Equations and Inequalities, Matrices,  Irrational and Complex Numbers, Quadratic Functions, Polynomial and Radical Expressions
 
Second Semester
 
Factoring and solving by factoring, Polynomial Functions, Rational Functions and Expressions, Exponential Functions and Logarithmic Functions 
Grading:
(Daily grades, 11) Weekly Homework, Weekly Quizzes, Warm-Ups and Exit Tickets ( 50%



(Major Grades, 3) Tests and Projects ( 50%


Yearly grade will be determined by district policy.  See Student Handbook.
Warm-Ups and Exit Tickets will be given on a daily basis. Homework assignments will be taken up on Fridays and Quizzes will be given on Fridays.  Tests are listed on the 9-weeks calendar. 

Per FBISD, there has been a significant change to the reassessment policy.  A student may re-take a test if a grade below 75 is made, provided that the student attends a tutorial session with me after the test has been returned.  The student will have one week (5 school days) after the graded test is returned to re-take the test. The maximum grade on a re-test is a 75. Locations and dates of re-tests will be announced in a timely fashion.  This policy does not apply to quizzes or other daily work.
