Purpose of the Course:
The purpose of this course is for the students to obtain a thorough understanding of algebraic and geometric principles. This is an extremely important course that prepares the student Algebra II. The students will explore mathematical relationships and learn how to solve diverse mathematical problems. They will also apply algebraic and geometric concepts to real-world situations. An additional goal is to develop critical thinking and investigative reasoning.*IMPORTANT – It is essential that students pay careful attention in class and do homework regularly. Good consistent work is essential for success.* The course covers the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS). The sequence of the course, which can be found on the Ford Bend ISD website, has been adjusted to align with the state assessment.

Materials:
1. Binder 
2. Dividers: labeled class notes, assignments, worksheets, quizzes, and tests

2. Pencils and Erasers

3. Loose-leaf paper or Notebook
4. Calculator – a graphing calculator (TI-nspire CX) is recommended. A graphing calculator will be made available in class during tests and quizzes. Alternatively, an inexpensive calculator can be purchased for less than $2. Such calculators will be used on a daily basis and will be provided in class if necessary.
* It is highly recommended that you use pencils on all written work. You will lose points on quizzes and tests if you use pen.*
Class Rules:
-Be in your seat ready to begin class. Start doing Warm-Up exercises when the bell rings.

-Show respect for others by listening quietly when someone else is speaking.

-Do not speak to anyone unless you have raised your hand and been recognized by the teacher. This time is reserved for instruction. 
-Give me 100% effort, 100% of the time.
-Work for other classes, personal grooming etc. should be done elsewhere and not in my classroom.

-All Elkins school rules will be enforced in this class.

Grading:

(Daily grades, 11) homework, quizzes, Warm-Ups and Exit Tickets ( 50%
(Major Grades, 3)Tests and Projects ( 50%


Yearly grade will be determined by district policy.  See Student Handbook.

Homework, Warm-Ups and Exit Tickets will be given on a daily basis and quizzes will be given regularly.  Tests are listed on the 9-weeks calendar.  Quizzes are as needed (A quiz may or may not be listed on the 9-weeks calendar).
Per FBISD, there has been a significant change to the reassessment policy.  A student may re-take a test if a grade below 75 is made, provided that the student attends a tutorial session with me after the test has been returned.  The student will have one week (5 school days) after the graded test is returned to re-take the test. The maximum grade on a re-test is a 75. Locations and dates of re-tests will be announced in a timely fashion.  This policy does not apply to quizzes or other daily work.

Absences:
Makeup work following an absence will be handled according to the policies in the Student/Parent Handbook. If a student will be absent for a school activity, they must see me before the absence to make arrangements for any makeup work. If a student is absent the day before a test and returns on the test day, they will take the test with the rest of the class. If they are absent on a test day, they will take the test when they return to class or they will receive a grade of zero.

If any student needs extra help to be successful in this course, please see me immediately. Ms. Bonus, Ms. Keller and Coach Moncriffe are available in the rooms provided in the tutorial section above. In addition, free tutorials are offered through the Fort Bend County Library (you must have a library card).
